As an imperial city at the crossroads, Istanbul functioned as a window onto
debates about the complex relation between faith and knowledge during an
era of interreligious conflict and changing political allegiances. Taking
seventeenth-century Istanbul as a case study, this article examines how and
why religious conflict unintentionally led to a new form of religious dialogue
that stimulated knowledge exchange between Muslims and Christians. The
changing nature of interreligious dialogue between Ottomans and
Europeans occurred in the context of ongoing religious crises on both sides:
within Muslim communities and between Western and Eastern Christianity.
It argues that confessional conflict ironically helped to develop grounds for
a rapprochement between Ottoman and European intellectual worlds to
redefine faith beyond the textual domains of theology. Through scholarly
engagements, learned Europeans began to appreciate commonality with
respect to matters of faith, while also becoming gradually aware that
distinct individuals of the same religion vary on the nature of true faith. Faith
eventually began to be understood in its own pluralities and irreconcilable conflicts through everyday
encounters in Istanbul. By comparing faiths in Islam, early modern scholars faced the paradox of their own time:
the irreducibility of religious difference within any one religion. Recapturing the genealogy of the comparative
approach to faith in the form of dialogue, this study sheds light on the origins of religious relativism, which is
conventionally associated with the European Enlightenment.

The training that
the boys and young men received was composed of several aspects, including
coerced labor, disciplined and harsh physical training, the learning of Turkish
and Islamic practices, and a mental formation that would give them a certain
perception of their manhood. This article examines these prominent
components of janissary training. First, it investigates the function of coerced
labor in the boys’ transformation followed by a discussion of the centrality of
structured and intensive training with weapons to become professional
warriors. Second, it examines the masculine identity formed by the communal way of life in the barracks as
soldiers and by notions of military prowess, brotherhood, and comrade solidarity that were strengthened
through Bektashism.

In the Shadow of War and Empire offers a site-specific history of Ottoman
and Turkish industrialisation through the lens of a mid-century cotton
factory in the “Turkish Manchester,” the name chosen by the Ottomans
for the industrial complex they built in the 1840s in istanbul, which, in
the contemporary words of one of the country’s most prominent Marxist
theorists, became “the secret to and the basis of Turkish capitalism" in
the 1930s. It tells the story of how workers in Turkey, who were
recategorized from imperial subjects to citizens, lived and worked
through the simultaneous processes of postimperial nation-building and
state-led industrialisation, and struggled to be heard amid the thunder of
nationalist developmentalism.

Theories about the impact of digital technology on society and the
development of capitalism and debates about the influence of digital
information technologies on the future of work have been abundant
since the end of the twentieth century.

The ‘new mobilities paradigm’ formulated in the early 2000s allowed scholars of
labor to explore the possibilities of the concept of im/mobility as an interpretive
framework for understanding processes of work and labor. This paper contributes
to the continued cross-fertilization between mobility studies and labor studies by
exploring the theoretical and methodological prospects of focusing on
assemblages of temporal- spatial practices that simultaneously compel and
confine movement. The article suggests that means, processes, and extent of labor
coercion can be understood by analyzing how people are compelled to move or
are confined to specific sites temporarily or permanently. It discusses how
employing space and im/mobility as conceptual tools uncover the role of diffused, hierarchical layers through
which labor coercion emerges. In this regard, environment emerges as a significant factor. The paper examines
how mobility becomes a line of flight from sites/fields of coercion, or locks people into new forms of coercive
relations; the legal/ formal or informal frameworks that regulate or govern labor im/mobility within specific
sites; and how the logics of deployment and coercion overlap and mutually reinforce one another. Ultimately, it
aims to contribute to the calls for non-linear, newly spatialized histories of labor processes and labor coercion.

We
recognize that the past, present, and future of labor coercion and its narratives are interconnected rather than
being discrete and cut off from one another.

In April 1965, the Turkish Parliament
passed the law legalizing birth control,
including the pills and the wuse of
intrauterine devices. This article examines
the beginnings and expansion of family
planning in Turkey in the 1960s by tracing
the encounters of American experts,
Turkish physicians along with bureaucrats,
and thousands of urban squatter dwelling
and rural women and men. Different from
the previous historical accounts framing
family planning as an insular and state-
driven modernization project, it provides a
transnational history of family planning in
Turkey by unearthing intimate links
between the discourses of development and histories of family, sexuality, and reproduction. By using Population
Council documents, Turkish official papers, Parliament minutes, visual materials, and national and feminist press
accounts, this article demonstrates that family planning practices with new technologies of contraceptives
constituted often-neglected but indispensable components of infrastructure in the formation of technologies of
governance in Turkey in Cold War context.
